reLI Program Director, Ashley 
Hunt-Martorano attended a 
presentation by 
environmentalist Bill McKibben 
held at the Unitarian 
Universalist Congregation at 
Shelter Rock on May 25th.  
 
McKibben, author of a dozen  
climate change books, including 
his most recent "Eaarth", 
scholar in residence at 
Middlebury College and 
founder of 350.org, discussed 
recent extreme weather events 
all over the world and how they 
are not only impacting 
humanity's quality of life but 
also risking life as we know it. 
McKibben pointed out that 
developing nations are battling 
more severe impacts of climate 
change despite the fact that 
they have contributed least to 
it. He explained "how much you 
caused the problem is not 
related to how affected you are 

by it." The U.S. has 4% of the 
world's population, yet we're 
responsible for 40% of climate 
change.  
 
McKibben suggested that 
although many of the "small 
changes" we can each make 
are good ideas, they often 
become distractions and lead 
us to believe we are making a 
greater impact than we are. 
He pointed out that we do not 
have the time to retrofit one 
home at a time because our 
planet is heating up faster 
than scientists had 
predicted. He suggested 
that we focus our efforts 
on putting a price on 
carbon. Our work is cut 
out for us, though. Fossil 
fuel companies, 
comprising the richest 
industry in our country, 
have a stronghold on our 
elected officials. 

McKibben suggests joining the 
efforts of his organization to 
band together to make a 
difference. The government's 
perfect record of doing nothing 
for over 20 years needs to end 
fast, otherwise our children and 
grandchildren will inherit an 
Earth that we won't recognize.

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Notes from the Road: reLI Program Director Biked 300 Miles 
from NYC to DC to Deliver a Clean Energy Message to Congress 

reLI Program Director, Ashley Hunt-
Martorano participated in the 2011 
Brita Climate Ride, a multi-day cycling 
fundraiser and ‘conference on wheels,’ 
traveling 300 miles from Manhattan to 
the US Capitol in Washington, DC by 
bicycle.  
 
“It was a life-changing experience. I 
pushed my body and mind to do what 
seemed impossible. This taught me that 
even though fighting the fossil fuel 
lobbies is an uphill battle, we can do it 
with determination and perseverance, 
two qualities I relied heavily on to get 
me all the way to Capitol Hill on my 
bicycle.“ 
 
Hunt-Martorano joined 120 other riders 
who, together, raised over $270,000 to 
benefit eight non-profit organizations. 
She rode to support the work of 
350.org and with over 85 donations, 
raised a total of $4,300 in just two short 
months. 
 
The Climate Ride route took riders 
through Princeton University to Valley 
Forge, PA, where Washington's army 
braved a terrible winter, to Amish 
Country, where riders played leap frog 
with dozens of horse and carriages, to 
Maryland horse country, where every 
bend in the road looked like a scene 
from a Hidden Valley Ranch Dressing 
label, finally up one last hill: Capitol Hill.
